This school year, we will have approximately 50 new students and one additional school bus. As a result, we
expect more traffic on the way to and from school than in previous years. Therefore, we have decided to
update our guidelines for families who will be picking up and dropping off their children in their own vehicles.
There will be a lot of pedestrian and car traffic on weekdays from 7:45-8:30 AM and during afternoon school
dismissal. Our primary goal is to ensure the safe arrival and departure of our students. We appreciate your
understanding and cooperation. If you have any questions, concerns, or suggestions, please contact us at
any time.



[During the school day]

<Grade 4 to Junior High School Students>

In order to reduce the amount of traffic entering the school grounds, we ask that grade 4 to junior high school
students be dropped off on the road below the school grounds whenever possible. When entering the
grounds on foot and crossing the gravel parking lot, students are asked to take the path along the fence to
avoid the area where cars drive. (See photo below.) Teachers and staff will provide guidance during the first
few weeks.

<Grade 1, Grade 2 and Grade 3>

Those coming in their own vehicle will be asked to drop off using the gravel parking lot or on the street below
the school grounds and walk through the school grounds and up the stairs to the student entrance. (See
photo below for the new drop off route in the gravel parking lot.)

When students enter the school grounds on foot and cross the gravel parking lot, they should follow the path
along the fence to avoid the area where the cars will be driving. (See photo below.) Staff will provide
guidance during the first few weeks.

[When leaving school]

<Fourth grade to junior high school students>

Please pick up your children on the road below the school grounds when leaving school. When getting in and
out of the car, please be careful of the cars around you.

<Elementary Grade 1, Grade 2 and Grade 3>

Please park your car in the gravel parking lot or on the road under the school yard when you pick up from
school. Unlike during morning drop off, parking in the gravel parking lot will be allowed, but please refrain
from parking or driving on the artificial turf. Also, please be aware that the high school soccer team may be
using the field for club activities.

Please feel free to use the parking lot in front of the school student entrance on school holidays and when
picking up from the Hanazono Gakudo Kids Club.

Important Points
> When getting in and out of the car on the street below the school grounds, please make sure that
students get in and out on the sidewalk side of the street.
Please use your hazard lamps for several seconds before and during a stop.
Please do not stop within 5 meters of a crosswalk or at an intersection.
When dropping off students on the road below the school, please park near the school sign board.
Between 7:45 and 8:30, please enter the school grounds only by turning left (from the direction of
Elena). We have seen right-turning cars blocking traffic on several occasions.
To make drop off time run smoothly, have all of your belongings for school ready before you stop.
If you have siblings, please pick up and drop off your child in a manner that is appropriate for the
youngest student.
> When leaving the school grounds, please do not turn right when the light is red even if there are no
pedestrians. Please wait until the traffic light turns green and traffic clears.
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Other

If you wish to speak with a teacher between 7:45-8:30, please park your car in the designated area in
the gravel parking lot, walk to the student entrance, and ring the intercom. See the photo below for
parking locations.

In the event of an injury or other special circumstance etc., you may use the parking lot in front of the
student entrance or staff entrance. When possible, please make prior arrangements to do so and
inform the staff at the school gate.

Staff may patrol the area around the school gate and gravel parking lot in the morning and after
school to facilitate the entry and exit of students and vehicules and to ensure their safe arrival and
departure. School staff’s primary focus is to help buses and pedestrians, and are not allowed to direct
drivers outside of school grounds. Drivers should use their own best judgement when entering and
leaving school grounds. The school cannot be held responsible for any accidents that may occur. We
ask that you please enter the school grounds with extreme caution.

We are blessed with a wonderful artificial turf field, and we want to take good care of it so that it can be used
for a long time without deteriorating.

The artificial turf may be opened for parking for the entrance and graduation ceremonies, class visits,
emergency and disaster drills, and other special events. Otherwise, we ask that you please refrain from
driving or parking on the artificial turf as much as possible.
